General Information:

Pinellas County’s Beach Inventory application requires viewing through Adobe Acrobat
Reader, Version 3.0 or better. Navigating through the record within this application requires
the usage of both the Acrobat Beader menu item or by the usage of the navigation toolbar
buttons contained within this product,

The STARTUP MENU and every page of the BEACH INVENTORY module contain
several buttons that hyperlink to another associated subrecord, when the button displays a
label. To jump to these records, simply click each button with your left mouse button and
the system will “Jump” to Basic tools are included below:

To find the record associated with a given Department of Environmental Protection "R”
Marker, click on the binoculars tool bar button then enter the number with a hyphen, For
example, o jump o the record associated with “T-143", simply click the binocular
button and type in the following string: T-143 then depress the FIND key.
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The keys listed above help you navigate thorough the inventory one sequential record at
a time, in either a forward or backward direction.
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The vwo keys listed above bring vou to the first or the last record in the record set,

This is a very important key as it will bring you back to the upper level record from one
of the lower level subrecords (le; returning from the CREDITS screen back to the
STARTUP MENU or retuming from the SEDIMENT KEY, LAST BEACH
NOURISHMENT KEY or one of the mamy associated photographs back to the
