Please help us manage these trails for your enjoyment
and the protection of our natural resources.

Only horses with riders are allowed.

Riders must remain on designated trails.
Remove all trash.
Under Pinellas County Preserve Ordinance 08-29,
all plants and animals are protected.
The following are PROHIBITED:

Domesticated animals (except horses)

Unauthorized vehicles, including bicycles,
motorcycles, and all-terrain vehicles

Pedestrians, including hikers and joggers

Alcoholic beverages

Glass containers

Weapons/firearms or fireworks

Smoking

Open daily, sunrise to sunset

ABOUT OUR TRAILS

Our equestrian trails are natural paths maintained
through periodic mowing. Hitching posts and paddocks
are not provided. Water is always a must. Please bring
enough for both you and your horse. Sunscreen, a hat,
and insect repellent are suggested.
